To use nouns, verbs and adjectives, singular and plural words.  Adding some prefixes and suffixes to words
	Number – recognising, counting forwards and backwards to 100 and beyond. To count, read and write numbers to 100 in numerals. To identify one more and one less than a given number. To read and write numbers from 1 to 20 in numbers and words.
Using the language of: equal to, more than, less than (fewer), most, least.

Representing numbers using objects and pictures.
Addition- read, write and interpret mathematical statements involving addition (+), subtraction (-) and equals (=) signs; to add one digit and two digit numbers to 20.  To represent and use number bonds and related subtraction facts within 20.

To count in multiples of twos, fives and tens. To solve missing number problems
	Measures

To use words such as long/short, longer/shorter, tall/short, double/half to describe my maths work when I am measuring.
To measure the length or height of something and write down what measure.
To know that coins have different values - such as 2p, 5p, 10p and 50p. To tell the time and draw hands on a clock for to the hour and half past the hour times. To know the days of the week and months of the year. To words such as before and after, next, first, today, yesterday, tomorrow, morning, afternoon and evening. To measure the length or height of something and write down what measure.
	To observe Earth and Space and the movement of the Sun during the day.

To observe changes across the four seasons.

To observe and describe weather associated with the seasons and how day length varies.

To identify and name a variety of common plants, including garden plants, wild plants and trees and those classified as deciduous and evergreen.

To identify and describe the basic structure of a variety of common flowering plants, including roots, stem/trunk, leaves and flowers.
