	I solve problems about different units of measures with three decimal places.
	I can use formulae for area and volume of shapes.

	I can convert measurements of length, weight, volume and time up to three decimal places in length (for example 0.345kg = 345g).
	I can calculate the area of parallelograms and triangles.

	I can convert between miles and kilometres.
	I can work with the volume of cubes and cuboids using cubic centimetres (cm³) and cubic metres (m³), and other units too such as mm³ and km³.

	I know that even though shapes may have the same area, the perimeter may be different - or shapes with the same perimeter may have different areas.
