	To read words by breaking them down into sounds.
To quickly read my given letters or groups of letters.

To solve one-step problems that involve addition and subtraction, using concrete objects and pictorial representations, and missing number problems such as  7 = ? - 9. 

To recognise, find and name a half as one of two equal parts of an object, shape or quantity.

To recognise, find and name a quarter as one of four equal parts of an object, shape or quantity.

	To represent and use number bonds and subtraction facts within 20

To read, write and interrupt statements involving +-=

To add and subtract one and two digit numbers to 20

To solve one step problems that involve addition and subtraction
	To identify and name a variety of common plants, including garden plants, wild plants and trees and those classified as deciduous and evergreen.

To identify and describe the basic structure of a variety of common flowering plants, including roots, stem/trunk, leaves and flowers.

To ask simple questions.
